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New homes to debut in OTR

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OVER-THE-RHINE - The first newly constructed single-family homes to be built in this neighborhood in
decades are slated to be finished by mid-May.

Work on the first stretch of City Home, a more than $7 million development
along Pleasant Street just north of Washington Park, has been under
way since last fall.

The project is a joint-venture of Eber Development Co. and Over-the-Rhine
Community Housing. The firms tapped Over-the-Rhine-based Schickel
Design Co. as the architect.

City Home is also part of a larger redevelopment effort under way by Cincinnati Center Development Corp.
that's been branded as the Gateway Quarter. The retail and residential district represents more than $81
million in new investment along Vine, Main, 14th, Race and Republic streets.

The plan is in its third phase with more than 50 renovated condominiums to be finished in coming weeks by
neighborhood-based developers The Model Group, B2B Equities, Northpointe Group and Urban Sites.

Of the 86 condos part of the first two phases 77 percent have been sold, and 12 percent of the 106 units
planned for the third phase are under contract, according to Kelly Leon, 3CDC's vice president of
communications and community relations.

3CDC has provided the developers with the mostly-private financing plan for much of the work.

The first leg of the City Home project includes five carriage houses ranging in price from $264,000 to more
than $348,000 and six rehabbed condos priced from $128,000 to $322,000.

All of the units have off-street parking. The condos include roof top terraces and each of the carriages
houses has a private courtyard.

Five of the units are being made affordable to residents who earn less than 50 percent to 60 percent of the
region's median income. For an individual, that's less than $21,000 a year.

So far none of the units have been sold, said Mary Burke-Rivers, executive director of Over-the-Rhine
Community Housing, a non-profit developer.

The development team decided to hold off on ramping up marketing for the units until the model units are
finished, she said.

"Now that were so close to being finished, you're really starting to get a sense of what a beautiful piece of
the neighborhood this will be," Burke-Rivers said.

A streetscape plan is also in the works, which includes new sidewalks, lighting and trees.

"It's designed to be a living street that integrates pedestrian and vehicle traffic and will go all the way from
Washington Park to Findlay Market," said Martha Dorff, owner of Schickel Design.

A second phase is slated begin this September. It will include seven town homes, four condos and about
1,500 square feet of renovated retail space at the northwest corner of 14th and Race.

A tour for all of the available condos and townhomes part of the Gateway Quarter is scheduled for May 30
